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JOHN MELLOR

John Mellor, the oldest of three sons of Raymond and Ruth Mellor, was born
in Guilford CT on April 28, 1933. He married Ethel Grace Gernat in 1956. They
have three children: Linda, who earned a B.F.A. in Art, Susan, a B.S. in Nursing,
and John, who is an Electrical Engineer. John and Ethel have six grandchildren.

John graduated from Stratford High School in 1951, and earned a B.A. degree
in chemistry with a minor in mathematics from the University of Connecticut. He
graduated from Tufts University in June 1959 with an M.S. degree in Physical
Chemistry. His thesis research was sponsored by the Atomic Energy Commission.
That summer, John was hired by the Arthur D. Little Corporation to do research on
the materials for the tiles of the space shuttle. He continued his education by
earning a Ph.D. degree in Physical Chemistry from Massachusetts Institute of
Technology in 1963. Histhesistitle was, “The Crystal Structure of Zinc Cyanide and
Cadmium Cyanide”. While at M.I.T., he received the ESSO Education Foundation
Fellowship. He continued his research in neutron inelastic scattering studies while
at the Physics Department of Brookhaven National Laboratory.

In 1965, John was appointed an Assistant Professor of Chemistry at the
University of Bridgeport, where he taught courses in inorganic, analytical and
physical chemistry. Over the twenty-six years at this university, he was promoted
to Professor, was Chairman of the Chemistry Department, and University Senate
Secretary. The faculty strike of 1991 ended his tenure at U.B. For the next ten
years he was appointed Director of Inorganic Chemistry at EnviroAnalytical, Inc. and
taught at Southern Connecticut State University as an Adjunct Professor of
Chemistry.

Brother John petitioned St. John’s Lodge No. 8in 1983, which he subsequently
served as Worshipful Master in 1998. His interest in Masonry was instilled in him
by his father, a brother Mason. His regret is that his father died before John was
raised a Master Mason in St. John's Lodge. John was appointed Associate Grand
Marshal of District 1C in 1999 to accompany RW Anthony Pipitone. He himself was
appointed District Deputy for District 1B in 2002 and 2003. He assisted in the
formation of Universal Fraternity Lodge No. 149 which received its charter in 2006.

John was Exalted a Companion of Baldwin Chapter No. 13, Royal Arch
Masons, served as Most Excellent High Priest in 1988, 1989, 2002 and 2003, and
has been Secretary ever since. He was appointed to the Grand Chapter officer line
as Grand Master of the First Veil by Most Excellent Grand High Priest George D.
Maharan, and progressed through the line to be elected and installed as Grand High
Priest in June, 2009.

Companion John was Greeted in Jerusalem Council No. 16, Royal and Select
Masters, served as Thrice lllustrious Master in 1990, 1991, 1994 and 1995, and has
been Recorder ever since. He served as Thrice lllustrious King of the Connecticut
Council of Anointed Kings in 1995 and was presented with the Knight of Ish Sodi
award in 2000.

Knighted in Hamilton Commandery No. 5, Knights Templar, Sir Knight John
served as Eminent Commander in 2000. He was named a Knight Commander of
the Temple by the Grand Encampment and is serving as an officer in the
Connecticut Knight Crusaders of the Cross.

In other activities, John was Pre-Eminent Governor of Connecticut York Rite
College No. 17 in 2007 and received the Order of the Purple Cross from the York
Rite Sovereign College of North America. He is a member of Mohawk Council No.
28 of the Knight Masons, Connecticut Priory No. 28 of the Knights York Cross of
Honour and of the Connecticut Masonic Veteran Association. He is also a member
of the Scottish Rite bodies in the Valley of Bridgeport.

REPORT AND ADDRESS OF THE M. E. GRAND HIGH PRIEST

GRAND SECRETARY

| am pleased and privileged to offer the second report of my second tour
of duty as your Grand Secretary. My special thanks to the Secretaries of the
Constituent Chapters for their cooperation and prompt response to my requests
for information and their assistance. The monthly reporting from the Constituent
Chapters continues to improve, and | commend the Secretaries for a job well
done, and getting the reports to me in a timely manner.

My special thanks to Lady Muff who continues to support me in all my
endeavors. My thanks also to Associate Grand Secretary Douglas A. Gray.

During the 2009 fiscal year, | received and turned over to the Grand
Treasurer the sum of $24,949.47. In an effort to reduce what had become
exorbitant costs for printing and postage, only a few copies of the 2009
Proceedings were printed in hard copy. Most of the Grand Secretaries of other
Grand Chapters received the Proceedings via email, as did Grand Chapter
Officers, Past Grand High Priests, Constituent Chapter High Priests and
Secretaries for whom we had an email address. With the assistance of my son
who designed the label and Companion David Abrames who did the copying and
reproducing, compact discs containing the Proceedings were distributed to some
Grand Secretaries of other Grand Chapters. Printed copies were sent to those
known not to have computers and to the several libraries who maintain copies.

We were saddened by the necessity for two consolidations: Eureka 23 is
now part of Rittenhouse 11, and Pequabuck-Giddings 32 is now in Columbia 31.

There were no Special Convocations during the year. Of our 17



Constituent Chapters, all but one have submitted their Annual Returns, mostly
on time. | have recommended to the Committee on Delinquencies that Milford
Chapter No. 49 be assessed the maximum fine for failure to submit some
Monthly Reports and the Annual Return in a timely manner.

The membership summary which follows shows the previous eight years,
plus the current year, for comparison purposes. As you can see, we have had a
steady decline over that eight year period, and it is obvious that we continue to
lose members, but at a slower rate. Only four (4) Chapters have shown a net
gain, though some of them were quite large. Exaltations were much higher than
average this year as a result of the February Festival, and deaths were lower this
year, so we only suffered a net loss of 39. Of our 1610 members, 17 are dual
members, 200 are Fifty Year members or are in the care of Masonicare or other
similar institution. Our per capita tax base is now only 1410, (a net loss of 22)
which means that our income continues to decrease as expenses remain the
same or grow. But overall, it was an encouraging year.

“Zabud” the Kings friend is a significant figure in our degrees in the York
Rite. Certainly friends of Capitular Masonry will mourn the loss of four of our
Past Grand High Priests during this capitular year. On June 13", just a few days
after our annual convocation we lost Ernest J. Smith, known to us as “Jack”. He
was a three star leader holding the rank of Grand Commander, Most Puissant
Grand Master and Grand High Priest; the latter in 1987. Two months later we
lost Richard L. Smail on August 26™. He was the dean of our Past Grand High
Priests having served in 1973 and was also a Past Most Puissant Grand Master.
He had served our Grand Chapter as Grand Secretary and was a holder of the
General Grand Chapter Silver Medal Award. Emil G. Lido joined the other two in
that Grand Chapter in the heavens on September 25" and had served our Grand
Chapter in 1996 as Grand High Priest. Kenneth N. Hall was able to carry on his
duties as Grand High Priest for his session in June but lost his battle on
November 23", These four companions, near and dear to all of us, remain in our
memories, and they truly made their mark on Connecticut Royal Arch Masonry.

Whenever we enter the chapter room, as an officer, we put the jewel of
our office over our neck and jacket. It was said that jewels worn around the neck
were a sign of wealth, although Proverbs taught us that pendants for your neck
were for your family and most importantly your parents. Other than a discussion
of the breastplate of the high priest, the Bible gives us little help in understanding
jewels as a symbol or badge of office. Jewels around the neck, fashioned in



different styles for different officers are a relatively new innovation and probably
came to light in the mid 18" century when the art of silversmiths became popular.

We wish for the new officers for the coming year much success as they
begin their leadership of the Capitular rite of Freemasonry.

GRAND TRUSTEES

Last year, the Grand Trustees reported that the funds of the Grand
Chapter held in trust would be transferred from Bank of America to RBC Wealth
Management. This transfer was accomplished after considerable legal and
financial wrangling with Bank of America and was completed on September 30,
20009.

On September 30, 2009, the Trustees transferred $425,000 to RBC after
the cost of stock sales and closing costs. We are pleased to report that from that
date until the close of our fiscal year, April 30, 2010, the portfolio had a net
growth of 9% resulting in a portfolio value of $466,458. The asset allocation
breakdown consists of 68.2% Equities, 28.8% Fixed Income, and 3.0% Cash and
Money Markets. We are also pleased to report that RBC provides monthly
statements and almost weekly updates on our investments and market trends. A
Portfolio Summary is available if requested.



The physical inventory and properties of the Grand Chapter are in the
custody of the Grand Secretary, the Grand Officers (aprons and jewels), and the
Past Grand High Priests (jewels). Aprons, Officers’ Jewels, and Past Grand High
Priests’ Jewels are the property of the Grand Chapter and are to be returned to
the Grand Secretary when the term of office has expired or upon the
Companion’s passing.

Budget Resolutions

The Grand Chapter hereby appropriates from the General Funds the sum of

$28,340 for operations for the fiscal year ending 30 April 2011 as presented in

the Budget. Any commitment or expenditure in excess of that shall require
written approval of the Committee on Budget and Finance. Any approval of
excess must include the source of funds to be used.

The Trustees are authorized to transfer as much as the sum of $4,000 to the

Treasurer for operations. The increments are to be determined by availability

and the budgetary needs.

1. The following assessments for designated purposes are levied upon each
constituent chapter based upon the members on the rolls of the chapters
on 31 March 2011, which sum shall be paid to the Grand Chapter with the
annual returns due on or before 30 April 2011.

a. Per Capita Tax - $9.50 for each member on the rolls with exception
of those exempt per Sections 109 and 305 of the Law (MHC, 50
year members, and dual members). (This is an increase of $1.00)

b. Royal Arch Mason Magazine - $1.50 for each member on the rolls
with the exception of those companions who hold paid-up Life
subscriptions. (This is no change.)

C. Insurance - $1.75 for each member on the rolls with the exception
of dual members, for liability and other general insurance coverage.
NOTE: This assessment does not cover insurance on chapter
property, paraphernalia, etc., for which each constituent chapter is
individually responsible. (This is no change.)

2. The Grand Treasurer is authorized to transfer unexpended funds from one
budget expense category to another with the permission of the Grand
High Priest.

3. The Grand Treasurer is authorized after 30 April 2011 to expend funds at
the same rate as in this budget until the budget for the next fiscal year
shall have been approved.

4. The amount designated in the budget as Grand High Priest Travel
Reimbursement is intended for reimbursement to the Grand High Priest to
offset the cost of visiting Annual Convocations of Grand Chapters in the
Northeastern United States and Eastern Canada, as well as the
Northeastern Department York Rite Conference. Receipts or other
supporting data must be presented to the Grand Secretary to obtain
reimbursement. Mileage reimbursement shall be at the rate of $0.50 per
mile for out of state travel for automobile travel, plus tolls and parking.

COMMITTEE ON BY-LAWS OF CONSTITUENT CHAPTERS

The Committee on By-Laws of Constituent Chapters begs to report the
following items:

The only request received was from Rittenhouse Chapter No. 11 for two
changes to Article IV of their By-Laws dealing with Fees, Dues and
Assessments.

The alterations requested were as follows: (Inserted wording underlined
and in italics.)



For Section 1 :
The fees to be paid by each candidate shall be payable with the petition. In the
event that the application of any candidate is rejected, the fee shall be refunded.

To Read:
The fees to be paid by each candidate shall be set at the Stated Convocation in
October of each year upon recommendation of the Finance Committee and are
payable with the petition. These fees will become effective the first of November.
In the event that the application of any candidate is rejected, the fee shall be
refunded.

For Section 3 :

Membership dues are payable on April 1 of each year, and shall be paid by each
member of the Chapter, except as otherwise provided in these By-Laws. The
amount of the annual dues shall be by a majority vote on the recommendation of
the Committee on Finance. This change will become effective on April 1 of the
year following the vote. In addition, each member shall pay the amount of any
Grand Chapter tax or assessment levied on the Chapter. Any member holding
an exemption from dues or assessments prior to the adoption of these By-Laws,
shall retain the exemption.

To Read:

Membership dues are payable on April 1 of each year, and shall be paid by each
member of the Chapter, except as otherwise provided in these By-Laws. The
amount of the annual dues shall be set by a majority vote at the Stated
Convocation in October upon the recommendation of the Committee on Finance.
This change will become effective on April 1 of the year following the vote. In
addition, each member shall pay the amount of any Grand Chapter tax or
assessment levied on the Chapter. Any member holding an exemption from
dues or assessments prior to the adoption of these By-Laws, shall retain the
exemption.

As the Committee has reviewed the changes requested and finds no
conflict with the Grand Chapter Constitution, By-Laws or practice, the Committee
on By-Laws of Constituent Chapters approves the request.

COMMITTEE ON INSURANCE

The General Liability insurance policy purchased on behalf of the York
Rite Bodies of Connecticut is similar to that purchased by the Most Worshipful
Grand Lodge AF&AM of Connecticut and is provided through the same agency.

The premium is $4,542 annually with an April renewal. The premium,
billed quarterly, is split between the three bodies on the basis of membership.

The billing is paid by the Grand Chapter and reimbursed by the other two
bodies. A copy of the policy is retained by the Grand Chapter Secretary. It was
reviewed several years ago by the committee members with the advice of Atty.
Paul Chello with the conclusion that it was the proper coverage.

We also have a separate policy for paraphernalia replacement which is
paid for by the individual Chapter, Council and/or Commandery, based on their
valued inventory. Only one Chapter is currently purchasing this coverage. The
committee should publicize its availability, assess the need for having it and
possibly discontinue the policy.

The one real estate asset owned by a York Rite Body is York Masons Hall
in East Hartford, property of York Masons Hall, Inc., an entity established by
Pythagoras Chapter No. 17. That Masonic building corporation purchases its
insurance separately from the same agency and on the same form which
provides building coverage for Masonic Temple/Building Corporations of the
constituent Lodges of the Grand Lodge.



The committee should at least make sure that we are getting the best
bang for our bucks by exploring alternative programs.

COMMITTEE ON JURISPRUDENCE

The Committee has reviewed the annual report of the Grand High Priest,
Most Excellent Companion John Mellor. We commend him for his activities this
year.

The dispensations issued by our Grand High Priest have been reviewed.
While all dispensations issued were legal, dispensation 499A was unnecessary.
Section 205.1 (b) of the Law of the Grand Chapter covers the cancellation of
meetings falling on the day of or the eve of a legal or religious holiday. A
meeting falling on the eve of a holiday can be cancelled without dispensation
provided the Chapter has previously voted to cancel the meeting.

One proposed change to the Law of the Grand Chapter was submitted to
the committee in accordance with the Constitution. The proposed change to the
Law of the Grand Chapter would alter Section 117.3 — Purpose of Award. This
change would make a Royal Arch Mason who is a student at an institution of
higher education eligible for a Grand Chapter Educational Award.

The proposed change to the Law of the Grand Chapter is in accordance
with accepted Masonic Law and Practice and is ready for action by this Grand
Chapter session.

This Committee commends Most Excellent Companion John Mellor for his
efforts this year on behalf of the Grand Chapter and Capitular Masonry.

The General Grand Chapter Distinguished Service Medal in Gold is
presented by the General Grand Chapter for outstanding national or international
achievement in the Arts and Sciences, in Public Service, and in Business and the
Learned Professions. Not more than one medal may be presented each year.

The only Connecticut recipient of this highest of honors was Companion
James R. Case (9), now deceased, who received the medal in 1988.

GENERAL GRAND CHAPTER
DISTINGUISHED SERVICE MEDAL IN SILVER

The General Grand Chapter Distinguished Service Medal in Silver is
presented for the performance of outstanding service for the York Rite, but
particularly for Royal Arch Masonry, within a particular York Rite Region.
Nominations may be made by any Royal Arch Mason or by a Grand Chapter,
submitted through the Deputy General Grand High Priest for the York Rite
Region where the proposed recipient holds his membership. Such applications
shall be forwarded by the D.G.G.H.P. to the General Grand Secretary for action
by the General Grand Royal Arch Council. Nominations shall be accompanied
by a resume of the Royal Arch Service of the proposed recipient and a brief
biographical statement. This award is presented only once during each
Triennium to a Royal Arch Mason of one of the affiliated Grand Jurisdictions of
each York Rite Region. Not More than three such Silver Medals also may be
presented at the Triennial Convocation from selection at large.

The only Connecticut recipient of this very high honor is Companion
Richard L. Smail (18,27), now deceased, who received the medal in 1991.

The General Grand Chapter Distinguished Service Medal in Bronze is
presented to a Royal Arch Mason for meritorious service to Royal Arch Masonry
other than holding Masonic Office as a Past Grand High Priest or as a Grand
Chapter Officer.

EPHRAIM KIRBY CITATION FOR DISTINGUISHED MASONIC SE RVICE

The Ephraim Kirby Citation was established in 1944 to recognize and
show appreciation to the Companion who is outstanding in his Masonry, his
community and his daily vocation and who has an unusual record of loyalty,
perseverance, dependability and/or courage. It is not meant to be given to those
who have already received honors, but is especially intended for those who are
so unselfishly devoting time and zeal to the welfare of individual Chapters and
Masonry that they may be classed as the forgotten Companion. The Ephraim
Kirby Citation is to ensure that such merit does not go unrewarded.

The Judges for the Citation are the Committee on Awards of the Grand
Chapter. A Candidate for the Citation must be a Companion in good standing
and shall not have applied himself for the Citation. Any Chapter may recommend
a candidate for the Citation and the decision of the judges will be considered
final. No more than five Citations may be awarded in any one year. It should be
emphasized that the award was set up to be awarded those Companions who
had served their Chapters and had never been High Priest. The Ephraim Kirby
Citation for Meritorious Service is awarded for:

Real loyalty and exceptional service to Masonry, particularly the
Capitular degrees.

Rendering, without the hope of fee or reward, unusual and
outstanding service to his community, state, or nation.

Having performed an act of heroism.

The award consists of a certificate or citation of meritorious service
together with a suitable emblem of same and is presented at the Annual
Convocation of the Grand Chapter or other suitable occasion by the Grand High
Priest or by a Companion designated by the Grand High Priest.

PAUL LARSON CHELLO

Paul Larson Chello was born on November 11, 1942, the son of Paul W.
Chello, P.M. of St. Albans Lodge No. 38, and Ellen M. Johnson P.W.M. of Olive
Branch Chapter No. 87, O.E.S. He has a sister, Ellen J.C. McFarland. He
graduated from Guilford High School in 1960, and received a B.A. in Biological
Sciences from the John Hopkins University in 1964. In 1970, he received a
Ph.D. in Pharmacology from the University of Vermont College of Medicine. His
doctoral thesis involved a comparative biochemical study of enzymes from
mammalian and parasitic tissue to develop new targets of chemotherapy for the
treatment of parasitic infections. He received a J.D. from Quinnipiac College
School of Law (formerly University of Bridgeport) in 1984. Paul married Emily M.
Luckert in 1988 and is the father of Ashley Margaret Chello and the stepfather of
Nicholas M. Kushner. They reside in Guilford, CT.

Paul was an Assistant in Research (1965) and a Postdoctoral Fellow
(1970-1973) at the Yale University School of Medicine, Department of
Pharmacology, developing chemotherapy for the treatment of leukemia. From
1974 to 1980 he was a molecular pharmacologist at the Memorial Sloane
Kettering Cancer Center and a Professor of Pharmacology in the Department of
Pharmacology at the Cornell University School of Medical Sciences. While in the
field of cancer research, he published over 60 papers and abstracts in national
and international scientific journals. In 1980, he decided to make a career
change into the practice of law. As co-owner of the Chello Oyster House in
Guilford, Connecticut from 1978-1987, he attended Law School simultaneously
with working at the restaurant. Following graduation from Law School, he
clerked for the Superior Court of the State of Connecticut and was a principal in
Chello and Sokolowski, Attorneys at Law, in Stamford, Connecticut. Following
the death of his partner, Myron Sokolowski, he joined the firm of Antollino,
Angelo and Scalesse, Attorneys at Law in Branford, Connecticut, with whom he
practiced for several years. He opened his own practice in 2007 with offices in
East Haven and in Guilford.

His memberships include the American Association for Cancer Research,
the New York Academy of Sciences, the American Society for Pharmacology and
Experimental Therapeutics, Sigma Xi, the American Society for Cell Biology, the
Connecticut Bar Association and the New Haven County Bar Association. He
has been honored with the following awards: United States Public Health
Service predoctoral and postdoctoral fellowships; National Defense Educational
Act Title IV Fellow, and the Outstanding Legal Scholarship Award from the
University of Bridgeport School of Law.

Paul is active in his community. He has served on the Board of Directors
of the Guilford Free Library, as a Commissioner for the Town of Guilford on the
Economic Development Commission, the Land Acquisition Commission, on two
Charter Revision Commissions and on the Rollwood Farm Advisory Commission.
He serves as a Moderator for Guilford Town meetings and as a Hearing Officer
for Zoning Enforcement and Inland Wetlands violations. He is a long serving
member and past Chairman of the Guilford Republican Town Committee. He is
currently its Treasurer. He is a member of the First Congregational Church of
Guilford.

Paul was Raised in St. Albans Lodge No. 38, AF&AM in 1964, and served
as Worshipful Master in 1974 and in 1995, earning the Master's Achievement
Award in both years. He is President of the Board of Directors of the Guilford
Temple Association, a position he has held for several years. He is a past
President of the Fourth Masonic District Blue Lodge Council.

He was Exalted in Halleck Chapter No. 44, RAM in 1971, and served as
its Most Excellent High Priest in 1976, 1986, 1991, 1994, 1999, 2000 and 20089.



In intervening years he held subordinate offices. He was consecrated in the
Order of High Priesthood in 1976. He was appointed Grand Custodian of the
Grand Chapter of Royal Arch Masons of Connecticut in 2000 by Most Excellent
Grand High Priest William L. Greene. He was appointed to the Grand Line of the
Grand Chapter of Royal Arch Masons of Connecticut as Grand Master of the
Third Veil in 2004 by Most Excellent Grand High Priest Robert G. Fitzgerald and
has progressed to election in 2010 as Most Excellent Grand High Priest.

He is past Thrice
lllustrious King of the Connecticut Council of Anointed Kings (Order of the Silver
Trowel) and portrays the role of Adonijah in the degree.

Paul was knighted in New Haven Commandery No. 2, KT in 1972, served
as Eminent Commander in 2006, and is now its Treasurer. He received the
Order of Knight Crusaders of the Cross in 2006. He is a member of Apostles
Tabernacle No. XXVII, Holy Royal Arch Knight Templar Priests.

A Companion Knight and Past Governor of the Connecticut York Rite
College No. 17, Paul received the Order of the Purple Cross in 2007 and was
created an Associate Regent of the York Rite Sovereign College of North
America. He will be installed as the Right Eminently Distinguished Grand
Governor for Connecticut of the York Rite Sovereign College of North America in
July, 2010.

Paul is a Brother and Past Sovereign Master of Nathan Hale Council No.
78, Allied Masonic Degrees, and was created and constituted a Knight
Commander of the Red Branch of Eri and Appendant Orders. He is a Frater
(V1) of Connecticut College, Societas Rosicruciana in Civitatibus Foederatis,
currently serving as Celebrant.

He is a Knight Companion of St. Andrews Conclave, Red Cross of
Constantine and Appendant Orders and currently serves as its Junior General.
He is a member of Connecticut Priory No. 28, Knights of the York Cross of
Honour and currently serves as a lecturer. He is a member of the Royal Order of
Scotland.

An active member of the Scottish Rite Bodies and Lafayette Consistory in
the Valley of New Haven, Paul was Thrice Potent Master of the E.G. Storer
Lodge of Perfection for two terms (2007-2009). He is now Most Wise Master of
the New Haven Chapter, Rose Croix. In addition, he is in the line of Lafayette
Consistory, currently serving as Engineer-Seneschal. He was created a
